B. The subject of education has always been a primary concern for the Jewish people as a
whole, and especially for its leaders and visionaries.

This focus is not coincidental—education is the cornerstone of the Jewish nation. It is the
force that shapes its unique character and determines its moral and spiritual quality.

A Jew who is deeply rooted in faith in G-d and a love for the Torah, striving to draw closer
to the divine and fulfill his will, recognizes that the very path he treads was paved by the
devoted efforts of his parents and teachers. Their commitment to his education has allowed
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him to attain awareness of his creator and embrace a life of meaning and purpose. Without
their dedication, such knowledge and connection would remain forever beyond his reach.
This profound awareness evokes a heightened sense of responsibility in every parent and
leader. They understand with absolute clarity that the only way to continue this golden chain,
linking generation to generation until the arrival of Moshiach, is through an unwavering
commitment to education.

Abraham, our
forefather, the first Jew, was distinguished by the verse: “For I have known him, that he will
command his children and his household after him...” (Hayom Yom, 8 Tammuz). Regarding
Yehuda, the head and source of the Davidic dynasty, it is written: “And he sent Judah before
him...” Rashi explains: “To establish a house of study from which Torah instruction would
emanate.” Another characteristic example is Mordechai, the head of the Sanhedrin, who
went and gathered 24,000 children and personally taught them Torah. This act led to the
salvation and miracle of Purim, as elaborated upon in the Midrash. Similarly, before his
revelation, the Baal Shem Tov of blessed memory would lovingly and affectionately teach
young children. This phenomenon is evident throughout all generations and eras among the
leaders of the Jewish people (The Lubavitcher Rebbe of blessed memory, Yud-Tes Kislev
5735, Purim 5’735).

Since it is unthinkable that this was mere false humility, G-d forbid, it follows that this
reflected their recognition of the immense importance and necessity of engaging in children’s
education. By doing so, they set an example and role model for us, demonstrating how each
and everyone — “Your heads, your tribes, your elders, and your officers, every man of klal
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yisroel” — must dedicate themselves, their body, soul, and resources, to the education of the
holy flock.

All these examples lead to one clear and singular conclusion — education is not just one of
many commandments. Education is the very foundation of the entire Torah!

Moreover, education, like the mitzvah of charity (and education is considered ‘spiritual
charity’), is not only a foundation of the nation for the Jewish people but also the very
foundation of all human history — “tikun haolam.” When one contemplates, even for a brief
moment, the root of the darkness in our generation, just before the dawn of the light of
redemption, one reaches a single conclusion: The only way to stop the terrible decline in ethics
and repair the world is through the education of children! Society must instill educational
values, teach mutual responsibility, teach religious education, teach empathy, and build
personal moral values. For it is this, and only this, that serves as the foundation for the
existence of humanity. “If only the nations would understand,” and they would invest all the
vast resources currently dedicated to advancing science in the world — into educating human
values — then the world (even without technology) would be more sophisticated and advanced.

A deep look reveals an astonishing phenomenon: The profitability of investing in education
is not only for the benefit of education itself. Even when it comes to the world of charity,
with its multitude of causes and countless people in need, there is no doubt that financial
investment and resource allocation aimed at promoting and improving the education system
and the quality of schools ultimately results in enormous savings of resources for other
purposes. If that money had been invested in education, there would be no need to waste
these resources elsewhere.

For example:

. Lack of adequate education provides a livelihood for countless psychologists and
psychiatrists, as well as massive pharmaceutical companies producing various medications
for mental health treatment. It is clear that with proper education, a significant percentage
of these expenses could be saved!

Proper education could prevent many divorces and reduce the need for resources
aimed at single-parent families.

. A significant amount of the prison population would be emptied with appropriate
education, saving governments billions of dollars. This would allow resources to be redirected
to more important causes!
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Proper education would bring about a dramatic change to the legal and political
systems. The time has come for politicians to live up to their title as “community leaders” and
for them to lead!

If “world leaders” were steering the turbulent ship with wisdom and integrity, many
wars and unnecessary bloodshed could have been avoided, along with trillions of dollars
wasted. However, due to the lack of proper education towards a just and truthful worldview,
“world leaders” continue to impose limitations on peace and global stability, and the resources
are distributed accordingly. Endless resources are available for wars, but education budgets
remain insufficient despite common sense demanding exactly the opposite!

The dark reality is that the state of galus (spiritual exile) puts enormous strain on
educational resources. One example among thousands: Who will receive a larger donation
from the city’s benefactor — the school principal or the head of the Kollel? Clearly, the head of
the Kollel enjoys a higher status than the principal of a cheder (Jewish elementary school).
Yet, common sense dictates that “If there are no young goats, there will be no adult goats.”
Without the highest level of educational systems, the Kollelim will not endure, nor will they
achieve their intended purpose!

One way or another, there is no doubt that education is the most important, essential,
beneficial, and profitable investment.

The above points reinforce the importance and necessity of composing books about education
from every possible angle. This blessed phenomenon has accelerated significantly over the
past decade.

Alongside this, professional institutions and organizations have emerged, providing
guidance and counseling to parents, teachers, special education, and school administrators.

These entities truly serve as a source of encouragement and strength, shaping future
generations’ character in the way of yisroel Saba (the ancient Jewish tradition). The good
and direct results that stem from their blessed work provide tremendous support to this holy
endeavor. Fortunate is their portion, and who can estimate the greatness of their reward!

We are promised that Hashem does not remain a debtor and “rewards measure for measure.”
Therefore, it is certain that the blessing and success of those involved in education are assured
from the start. They will experience immense and extraordinary success in their sacred work,
in educating the sons and daughters of Israel, of every persuasion. These blessings without
end will extend to their personal matters as they experience boundless Jewish nachas (joy)
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from all their offspring, in both material and spiritual wealth alike, until we merit to see the
coming of Mashiach Tzidkeinu.

C. The premise that education is the foundation of humanity leads us to a deeper point:

It is a well-established and undeniable fact that, in past generations, children had many
opportunities to immerse themselves in a Chassidic education. Whether through studying in
the Cheder or learning in the Shtibel, this education shaped their inner character and guided
them along a proper and upright path.

Furthermore, whatever the child lacked from the Cheder, he would receive at home. It
was enough for a child to see his mother pouring out her pure heart while lighting Shabbat
candles or reciting Tehillim (Psalms) with a sweet and pleasant melody, for the child to be
raised with purity and to grasp the essence of simple, genuine faith. Likewise, witnessing
his father rise early each morning, hurrying to pray with a minyan, and dedicating fixed
times for Torah study before engaging in his daily activities, the father taught the child what
true devotion and self-sacrifice for Torah study meant. And even if, unfortunately, the child
did not receive this education at home, merely interacting with the Chassidic vendor at the
market would still add to his development in Chassidus, reverence for Heaven, and good
character traits (see Purim 5’735 talk. Lubavithcher Rebbe ZTL).

One way or another, whether intentionally or unintentionally, the child would absorb what
he needed.

Regrettably, times have changed. The Jewish and Chassidic atmosphere has been largely
replaced by pervasive negative influences. Today, even the home is not necessarily a safe and
secure environment for the child (to put it mildly).

As a result, in most cases, the educational institution serves as the child’s “cradle”—the
only place where he can receive an authentic and deeply rooted Jewish education.

Therefore, establishing a high-quality and professional educational institution capable of
producing wholesome, refined results and providing the child with genuine strength that will
support him throughout his life is a matter of pikuach nefesh (saving lives) for thousands and
tens of thousands of Jewish souls. This is the very foundation of humanity and the future of
the Jewish people!
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D. The uniqueness of this book regarding the crucial and highly responsible role of an
educational institution’s principal:

1. The prestige of the book is reflected in several aspects. First and foremost, in its title and
subtitle: “The Key to the World of Education — Encyclopedia and Research for the Heads of
Educational Institutions”. This is not merely a guidebook but an encyclopedia in every sense
of the word, encompassing every topic, field, and dimension related to the management and
establishment of educational institutions. All these subjects are recorded and finalized in this
book.

2. This valuable encyclopedia reflects years of practical experience in managing schools,
33 years of research, and work as an advisor to school principals and heads of educational
institutions.

3. The book was written with a clear purpose and goal: to improve and advance the entire
educational system, giving it a Jewish, professional, and pedagogical framework for future
generations. Establishing a school according to the book’s guidelines has an enormous impact
on the character of the next generation. This is not a dream, illusion, or mere wish but a true
revolution.

4. The foundational principle of the book is truthfulness: the whole truth about the formative
environment of the future generation of the Jewish people—educational institutions—without
embellishment or distortion. Some may find this truth uncomfortable and even detrimental
to their “family business.” To them, it must be clearly stated that an educational institution
for children is not a private enterprise but a Temple where the children of the King of Kings,
the Holy One, are educated. To put it mildly, anyone seeking to turn educational institutions
into private businesses has no place in the world of education! If this project existed solely
to clarify this fundamental issue, it would be my reward, and the rest would be pure gain.
Therefore, this book is intended solely for those who entered the field of school management
as a sacred mission and with selfless dedication to education in all its implications.

5. On the one hand, the book is indeed an encyclopedia for principals, but it is not a
book about education itself. Therefore, it is not a substitute for the basic and fundamental
educational books that every school principal should be familiar with.

6. On the other hand, the nature of the subject requires elaboration on specific educational
topics, such as 1) Educational issues directly related to the principal within their role as the
institution’s head. 2) Fundamental educational issues that require correction in our current
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educational system. 3) Incidental explanations of unique, innovative topics that deserve
appropriate attention.

7. The book, in all its details, is intended for every principal and educational institution,
regardless of community, ethnicity, sect, race, or nationality. Although the book’s content
should be applied in accordance with the style, level, and purpose of each school, the underlying
principles remain universal.

8. The book is written in masculine language but is equally intended for girls’ schools and
female principals. Exceptions include: 1) Specific cases where implementing it in girls’ schools
1s explained separately. 2) A special section dedicated to girls’ schools.

9. The book is intended not only for principals but also the entire educational system and
school community, including board members, supporters, and community rabbis. Anyone
connected in any way to the management and development of educational institutions
will find meaningful guidance for addressing the educational system's challenges and our
generation's unique issues.

10. The book is not a compilation of sayings from Chazal, Midrashim, and various educational
books, but rather an encyclopedia for practical guidance. The book was written based on 33
years of personal field experience, including years as an active manager and significant time
as a consultant to managers and heads of educational institutions.

Although some of the content was initially written based on experience and the assumption
of “how things should be,” over time, with divine providence, I miraculously found many
sources and references that supported the ideas written from personal experience. Later, I
began actively searching for sources, especially in lesser-known and obscure books! Special
effort was made to expose unique quotes and innovations from unknown and hidden sources!

One of the key innovations of this edition is the inclusion of references and direct primary
quotations from our Rabbis and leaders, alongside the guidance and teachings of chazal,
prominent Torah authorities, and world-renowned educational experts, spanning through to
our current generation.

To avoid any misunderstanding, it must be stated clearly — the entire book, from its style
to the formulation of educational and administrative principles explained within, is built and
based on the sacred teachings of our Rabbis and leaders.

All this is with hope and confidence that the book will shed true light on this fundamental
subject!

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Similarly, this concept applies to spiritual health and the soul's well-being. An educational
institution that operates at a high and professional standard, led by a principal striving for
excellence—even though the path is long and demanding—can cultivate a generation of well-
educated, healthy, and wholesome students in every sense. Conversely, any compromise or
retreat could lead to severe and destructive consequences. Therefore, pursuing excellence is
imperative when discussing a principal’s role.

The encyclopedia offers the principal a clear and comprehensive overview of all areas
within their direct and exclusive responsibility. In practice, it is both the right and duty
of the principal to enlist assistants—whether in the capacity of vice-principal or any other
suitable role (as detailed within the body of the book)—to ensure the principal can execute
their numerous tasks and responsibilities to the highest possible standard.

F. Some may argue that these ideas are outdated, belonging to a bygone era and not
relevant to the modern age of the 2000s.

To them, it must be stated clearly: it is evident that education rooted in holiness and founded
on the core principles of Torah and Judaism is, and remains, the only proven and effective
method.
